TRAINING OVERVIEW 
 

Friday, 6pm - 10pm- the first evening of training will consist of all classroom work: 

• Emergency preparedness and what that means (individual and family) 
• Identify the hazards that threaten our community 
• Disaster Psychology 
• Terrorism 

 

Saturday, 8am - 6pm– some classroom work with more of hands-on/practical application: 

• Team Organization and ICS – how the CERT team will be activated during emergencies 
• Disaster Medical Operations I and II – triage and first aid component 
• Light Search and Rescue Operations 

 

Sunday, 8am – 6pm – final day of training followed by an exercise to practice what has been taught: 

• Fire suppression – fire extinguisher (when and how to use and which type of extinguisher for 
what type of fire) 

• Course Review and Disaster Simulation Drill 
 

DRESS: Closed-toe shoes (no sandals or open-toe shoes), comfortable shirt and 
Long pants (no shorts).  There are activities that required bending/lifting.   

 

JOIN – NBCERT’s SEARCH & RESCUE TEAM. This 24-hour Basic CERT Training is a first step             
pre-requisite to be on the SAR TEAM! Qualified members will be trained by National Association of 
Search and Rescue (NASAR) standards by NBCERT/NASAR trained Instructors.
